ÅThere were 63 Local Cannabis Measures on the 
ballot related to legalization, taxes and sensitive 
boundaries 

ÅCalifornia had 39 Cannabis tax measures on the 
ballot of which only one failed-Colfax 

ÅThe Northern part of the State had a 83% 
passing rate 

ÅThe Southern part of the State had a 76%

MEDICAL CANNABIS REGULATION AND 
SAFETY ACT (MCRSA) 

Protects local control by: 

ÅDual licensing: A requirement in statute that all 
marijuana businesses must have both a state license and 
a local license or permit to operate legally in California.  
Jurisdictions that regulate or ban medical marijuana will 
be able to retain their regulations or ban.  

ÅEnforcement: Local governments may enforce state law 
and local ordinances if they request that authority and if 
it is granted by the relevant state agency.

Delivery of Medical Cannabis (AB 266) 

·Deliveries can only be made by a dispensary and 
in a city, county, or city and county, that does not 
explicitly prohibit it by local ordinance. Business 
&  Professions Code 19340(a).  See also Section 
19340(b)(1). 

Non-Retailer License (SB 94) 

Å This business must work from a commercial location 
and does not permit on-site sales or consumer 
access onto the premises.
